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It shall be the policy of the San Francisco Community College District to develop and maintain a
high quality environment now and in the future and to take all feasible action to protect, rehabilitate
and enhance the environmental quality of the District, and otherwise to comply with the goals and
objectives of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) as set forth in California Public
Resources Code Sections 21000 et seq.

In carrying out this policy and in fulfilling its obligation to adopt procedures for administering the
District’s responsibilities under CEQA, the District hereby adopts and incorporates by reference the
State CEQA Guidelines set forth in Title 14 of the California Code of Regulations, Sections 15000
et seq., as authorized in Section 15022 (d) of the Regulations. Supplemental provisions relating to
the District’s procedures for implementing CEQA that may be necessary to tailor the general
provisions of the State CEQA Guidelines to the specific operations of the District are to be found in
the Administrative Regulations to be adopted by the Board of Trustees.
